Signed on Seplomber 28, 1838, in Barlin, 1t reads a8 follows:

"Hawlng the govarnments of The Feleh and Russia signad an agresmant
to regulata the guestions aroused by the dgissolution of the Polish slata and
Havirg thus created a aahe basds for the lasting peace n Westem Europs, thess
governments ceclara their urmnimous opidkon should be, in the inferest of &l
rations, o Wing 10 @n and the =tate of war exisiing betweaan Grast Britain
and Franceand e Reich, The bwd governments shall therelore strive logethor,
In cage of an agreemient with alfwsr riendy powers, o attain that goal a5 scon
as paasibla, In caze the eftarts made by thess two governments fail, the fact
that Great Britain and France am responsible for the continuatian of war shall
havs bean astablished. [n czse the war procasds, consultations shall be made
peiween the Garman and the Soviet governments regasding the maasures
to adopt'.

"Hecondly, the governments of Fuasia ano the Reich, atter the dizsslution
of the former Polish state, think it their duty TO RE-ESTASLISH PEACE AND

We may notice, theretore, that in the agreemeant the main purpose was
to put i end to the skate of war declarad on Germany by England and France.
